Middle/High School Literacy Jam 2011 Guidelines

In order to make this year’s event easier to manage and more fun for everyone, we are asking that students submit their entries using the following guidelines:

Submissions can be poems or short stories and should be no more than one typed page, single spaced, using Arial 12 point font.  Submissions must be checked for spelling and grammatical errors prior to submitting.  Corrections cannot be made once pieces have been submitted.  Entries should be labeled with the student’s name, grade level and school listed in the upper right hand corner of the paper.

Building Representative Duties
Building representatives are asked to submit student entries to Erica Lewis at the Chesapeake Alternative School no later than November 4th.  Each school should submit a winner from each grade level and an overall school winner.  Building representatives are also responsible for decorating half of a round table which will be used to display your school’s entries.  Decorations must relate to the Virginia State Reading Association’s theme, “Blast into 21st Century Literacies.”* Displays will be judged and voted on by attendees, and the winner will be announced at the end of the Literacy Jam.

*The state’s theme is “Blast into 21st Century Literacies.”  In an effort to make the theme more appealing to middle and high school students, we have revised the writing theme to “My Life. My Future.”  For decorating purposes, use the state’s theme of “Blast into 21st Century Literacies.”
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
